This is an introductory 
                              class for men, women, and those under 18 (all people under 18 must be 
                              accompanied by a responsible adult). 
 
 
Who Can Come:  Anyone, member of RR&GC or not. 
 
Cost: $10.00 per person (adults accompanying those under 18 cannot shoot at the same time). 
          Further, they do not have to shoot, and will not be charged, although they can at a separate  
          time the same day. 
 
What you will need:  One or two handguns from .22 cal. up to .45 cal. 
                                    About 100 rounds of appropriate ammunition for each handgun.  Eye 
                                    protection (glasses, shooting glasses, other forms of glass/plastic eye 
                                    protection).  Ear protection (ear plugs or ear muffs).

Directions to range:  From Bend, Redmond, or Madras; Highway 126 East towards Prineville.  Just 
                                    past the airport on the left you will see our sign.  From Prineville; Highway 126 
                                    towards Redmond.  After passing the sign, “National Guard Training Area”, 
                                    turn right at our sign.  Both; After entering the club property keep to the right 
                                    towards the East.  Signs will lead you to the Rifle and Pistol Range.
